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Abstract

Background: Family participation in care is essential for hospitalized elderly patients. Therefore, to plan,
implement, and evaluate plans that involve the family in the care, a deep understanding of its process is
needed.

Objectives: The present study was conducted to discover the process of involving the family in the care
of hospitalized older adult patients.

Methods: Based on the grounded theory qualitative study, the experiences of 22 people involved in
participation (13 nurses, 5 family members, 4 hospitalized older adult patients) from three public
hospitals in Kermanshah and Tehran between 2023 and 2024 were collected through-in=depth semi-
structured interviews. Sampling was initially purposive and continued theoretically until data saturation.
The data were analyzed using the approach of Strauss and Corbin 2015.

Results: The analysis of the obtained data led to the emergence of 11 categories‘and 44 sub-categories.
contextual factors in this process are "unfavorable hospital conditions for family participation",
"insufficient professional competence of nurses for participation", "complexity of elderly patient care"
and family capacity for participation. The participants in this process use the strategies of "insufficient
attraction of the family to participate in care", "relative empowerment of the family to participate in care",
"unplanned handover of caregiving tasks to the family ", "family's efforts to participate in caregiving”
"facing the family's effort to participate" which follows the consequences of "nurses' concern about the
safety and quality of family care" and "the family's suspension between helplessness and ability". From
the integration of the obtained concepts, the central-concept of "unstructured participation of the family

in care" was obtained, with which other categories can be explained.

Conclusion: The findings of the present study, by increasing the nurses' understanding of the effective
contextual factors, the types of actions and. interaction of nurses in the field of involving the family in
care, and the subsequent consequences, provide the basis for conducting further research, designing
intervention programs and formulating hospital policies in this matter to promote cooperation with
families.

Extended Abstract:
Goals:

Family participation in planning and providing care has been defined as an essential component of quality
care (12) and means that family members are given the opportunity to participate in plans, programs, and
decisions related to their patient's care and to support them physically and psychologically. Family
participation in care has been associated with positive outcomes, especially for hospitalized elderly
patients (13). The present study aims to use grounded theory methodology to explain and identify the
factors affecting family participation in the care of hospitalized elderly patients and to understand the
elements and concepts of the participation process and the relationship between them, by considering
the existing conditions in health system of Iran and the views of individuals that involved in this process,
to finally provide a comprehensive model for family participation in the care of older adult patients.

Materials and Methods:

To explore the process of involving family in care, it is essential to examine the experiences of those
involved in this process in depth and comprehensively so that the processican be explained. Therefore,
the present qualitative study was conducted in 2023-2024 with a grounded theory approach. The
population studied in this research included nurses working in different inpatient departments (except for
critical care and emergency departments) in public Imam Reza Hospital in Kermanshah and public
Shohada-e-Tajrish and Taleghani Hospital in Tehran. In addition, based on data analysis, other
participants involved in this process, including family members of hospitalized elderly patients as well
as hospitalized elderly patients, were interviewed. Inthe present study, the sampling method was initially
purposive, followed by theoretical sampling, and.continued until data saturation was reached. The
researcher collected information using field notes and semi-structured interviews with the participants.
Overall, about 50-90 minutes of interviews were conducted with each participant in one or two sessions
according to the conditions. Based on the interview guide, after obtaining the demographic information,
the interview began with general questions and continued with more specific questions based on the
answers provided by the interviewees to achieve the main goal of the research. It is noteworthy that
whenever the participants felt tired ‘or'wanted to end the interview or not record a part of the interview,
the researcher respected their opinions and acted according to their request. The Strauss and Corbin
(2015) analysis method was used to analyze the data (29). MAXQDA software was used to manage data.
The criteria of credibility, dependability, confirmability, and transferability were used to determine the
accuracy of the data. In this study, 22 participants (13 nurses, 5 family members, 4 hospitalized elderly
patients) were interviewed.

Findings:

The extracted categories for contextual factors included unfavorable hospital conditions for family
participation with subcategories (lack of written policy on family participation, dominance of medical
paternalism in the hospital, inadequate hospital facilities for family presence, high nurse workload, lack
of teamwork governance in family participation), insufficient professional competence of nurses for
participation with subcategories (insufficient knowledge of nurses in family participation, weak skills of
nurses in participation, unprofessional behavior of nurses, weak attitude of nurses towards family
participation), complexity of elderly patient care with subcategories (extensive care needs of elderly
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patients, inadequate care environment for the elderly), and family capacity for participation with
subcategories (family member care knowledge, health status of family members, social/economic status
of family members, family member personality traits, communication pattern of family members with
the patient, family member beliefs), which were presented as facilitators or barriers to family
participation in care. The strategies used by nurses for family participation in care included " insufficient
attraction of the family member to participate in care (unfavorable family member welcome, lack of
justification for family member to accept caregiving role, insufficient family member support)", ""relative
empowerment of family member for participation in care (superficial assessment of family member
educational needs, ineffective family member education, limited assessment of family member's
caregiving ability)", "unplanned handover of caregiving tasks to family members (informal handover of
caregiving tasks to family members, unnegotiated handover of caregiving tasks to family members)",
"family's efforts to participate in caregiving (arguing with nurse over caregiving, seeking and receiving
support from various sources, avoiding tension with nurse)", " facing the family's effort to participate
(providing support resources for family members, struggling with family member's violence, managing
tension with family members)". Finally, family participation in care has led.to nurses' concerns about the
safety and quality of family care (risking the nurse's professional identity, harming the elderly patient's
confidentiality, harming the elderly patient's autonomy, harming.the elderly patient's health, legal and
administrative consequences of unsafe family care, increasing.patient safety, improving the elderly
patient's health status, improving the quality of nurses' care) and the family's suspension between
helplessness and empowerment (physical burden of participation for the family member, psychological
burden of participation for the family member, social burden of participation for the family member,
relative empowerment of family member in care,.relative readiness of family member for the desired
transition of care).

Discussion:

This study investigated the process of involving the family in the care of hospitalized older adult patients
and presented a conceptual framework for family participation in care. The model obtained in this study
by identifying the effective contextual factors, the types of actions and interactions of nurses in the field
involving the family, and its subsequent consequences, has increased the nurses' understanding of
participation, which provides the basis for further research and the design of intervention programs in
this matter. In addition, the findings of this study have helped healthcare professionals to understand the
roles, rights, and responsibilities of the family under the title of "participation" and can strengthen
communication and cooperation between them. It can also help to "develop hospital policies" regarding
family involvement or changes in local policies or organizational practices that may limit family
members' participation in care and care planning.
